	Committee Reports
	· Executive/Data Committee – Kraus
· Smoking is the biggest outlier for Muskegon in the County Health Rankings.  We do a good job of promoting no smoking in the schools, but if an 18 year old uses their driver’s license to purchase cigarettes, they are targeted by tobacco marketers.  We need to continue to target the young adult and adults regarding smoking cessation; Marcy Joy noted that there is a fund at the Community Foundation to assist with tobacco cessation programs in elders and teens.

· The teen pregnancy and STI rates are also high and are an ongoing problem for Muskegon.  There is a grant proposal going out for a Teen Pregnancy Prevention program. Planned Parenthood is back in town, but resources are limited with only 17 hours a week.  We need to have discussions on Family Planning and develop a long term strategy to tackle the issues of unwanted pregnancies and STIs.  The Executive Committee will be researching data and formulating ideas to pull a workgroup of key players together.

	New Business/ Initiatives
	· Goodwill Industries/Orchard View Public Schools – Michigan Works! One Stop Service Centers, Workforce Investment Act (WIA Youth, Adult, Dislocated Worker Programs, and No Worker Left Behind training).  This initiative will reduce the number of workforce centers in Muskegon County from 5 to 1-2 by creating One Stop Centers.  This will be the first of its kind in the area – Goodwill and Orchard View were competing, but are now working together.  Program matrix attached.
· MAISD - Early On (Automatic Renewal) – this program is a subset of special education, focused on children from birth to 3 years with developmental delays.  Research shows that early intervention is successful, resulting in life improvement for families and less children needing to go into costly special education programs.  There are currently 330 children receiving these free in-home services in Muskegon County; there are no income levels to qualify.  Federal dollars are used for this program, but funding has dropped from $290,000 five years ago to the current $170,000 level.  If you know of anyone who needs this program, call MAISD for a free assessment.
· Project LAUNCH Grant – this grant proposal was submitted May 17th.  The purpose of the grant is to promote the wellness of young children, birth to 8 through the implementation of a systematic community planning process.   The goal is for children to be thriving in safe, supportive environments and entering school ready to learn and able to succeed; for children to have the opportunity to live in families and communities that are safe, stable and free from substance abuse and other negative behaviors.   There is already strong collaboration in Muskegon County on young child wellness; this grant would further those efforts.
· Teen Pregnancy Prevention Grant – this grant proposal will be submitted June 8th.  The purpose is to support research and demonstration programs that will develop, replicate, refine, and test additional models and innovative strategies for preventing teenage pregnancy under the TPP program, and to implement innovative strategies for preventing teenage pregnancy and target services to pregnant/parenting teens, siblings of pregnant/parenting teens, general youth population in Muskegon, Muskegon Hts., Orchard View, Oakridge, and Ravenna.  The key goals are to reduce unintended teen pregnancy and sexually transmitted infection rates among youth ages 13-19; reduce the number of  subsequent births to pregnant/parenting teens; increase youth engagement in the community through coordinated service learning that targets adolescent health issues; create youth led infrastructure in the form of a youth advisory board. 

	Initiative Report
	· 21st Century Learning Centers - Joanna Christophersen/Shane Patrick – 720-2536
· They want to be part of CCC discussions for youth in the area to avoid duplication of services and to show what the 21st Century Learning Centers have to offer.
· A free after school and summer program through Muskegon Public Schools; currently in 9 buildings – locations qualify based on the number of free/reduced lunches, but all students are eligible, including those who live within the boundaries but attend private schools. Priority is given to higher risk students.

· They have partnered with Lakeshore Dance for a summer dance camp to be held at MCC; which gets kids out of their neighborhoods and onto a college campus.  Juniors and Seniors enrolled in the camp will earn college credits.

· Through a program with the West Michigan Flight Academy, students are exposed to math and science, with hands-on exposure to the aerospace industry using flight simulators and building remote control planes; there are also field trips to the airport.  They are working on insurance issues so that kids can actually go up in planes and work toward their pilot licenses. 
· 21st Century Learning Centers exist to:

1) Provide physically and emotionally safe learning environments.

2) Enhance student learning.

3) Offer tools for success through life skills developments and new experiences.

· Fewer numbers were served this year, but more tax dollars were refunded.

· Biggest problem this year was getting volunteers.

· Will get an earlier start next year, with strong marketing for volunteers and service.

· Opportunity Conference – Navigator training on 5/12 had 84 people.  Navigators are still needed – contact Jackie Fisher at 
740-3829; both general and Specialty Navigators are needed.  Donna Beegle will be here June 12 for the conference; we are planning to have 350 people in poverty participate in the program.

· Bethany Christian Services is opening a site in Muskegon for their Plan “A” Program, focusing on 12-18 year olds who have experienced pregnancy, with a goal of preventing further pregnancies.
· The Great Start Regional Resource Center at Pathways is fielding phone calls from child care providers needing training to continue to receive their payments from DHS.  There is a significant upswing in calls whenever a letter goes out from DHS reminding providers of the training.  They currently have one staff person; they are going to be adding 1-2 more.  In the meantime, the best thing to tell people is to call and leave a message, their call will be returned.  For those who can’t find their own child care, especially for those with special needs, call Jeanette if you can’t get through on their behalf.
· David Takitaki, Democrat running for the Michigan House 92nd District, thanked the CCC for allowing him to attend the meeting.  He noted to contact him if there is an issue you believe needs to be heard and he can get it into a debate with his opponents.
