	Committee Reports
	· Executive Committee – Juarez
· New Coordinator was welcomed.
· Conversation about new initiatives.
· Board held informal conversation about collaboration, ie are we on track?  CCC members need to hold each other accountable to the collaborative’s mission and believe in it.  Some need to be convinced of value and process.
· Opportunity Conference was discussed – Stacey Vandenberg at West Michigan Therapy is driving this initiative, with the support of several other agencies/groups.  The concept is to hold a conference for those in poverty and provide them with “Navigators” to pull themselves into prosperity.  Training will be held for Core Navigators on March 5th from 10:00 – 3:30 at MATS; Core Navigators are the leaders of teams of Navigators.  Conference will be held in April/May.  Stacey will present more information about the conference at the March 16 CCC meeting.  
· Data Committee – Kraus 

· A new data set will be available February 17th from the University of Wisconsin showing County Health Status.  Counties are ranked by outcomes,; preliminary results indicate that Muskegon County has some work to do.  The data will be distributed to CCC members when available; let Burnaw know of concerns once reviewed and we can get relevant discussions on the CCC Agenda.  
· Program Committee – Robb
· No report – committee is suffering from a lack of participation; Burnaw will follow up on getting back on track.

· Public Policy/MACA
· The MACA Committee met on January 21.
· Prosperity Index information was reviewed.  CCC has been a good influencer on improving the prosperity portion.
· Stu Jones gave an update on the Head Start / Great Start / Preschool.  Funding is in place but there are still about 300 kids on the waiting list for placement.
· The county made progress in MEAP math scores.
· Jane Johnson reported on the Family Resource Centers – there are currently 16, one in every school district except North Muskegon.  ISD is developing a web site for the FRCs.
· Muskegon Opportunity hired a program coordinator – Marissa Higgs, plus they have a Vista worker.  The latest focus was on the College Goal event, which attracted 150 students and parents. The event was well run with good access to the process. They are currently working on creating an engaging “College Road Show” for 11th graders and a focused mentoring program for the high schools modeled on the Rotary program at MHS.
· Lisa Tyler reported on the Lights on After School program.


	New Business/ Initiatives
	· Two CIRs received approval from the Executive Committee.
· Catholic Charities Teen Parenting program – funding has decreased, so Catholic Charities is requesting funding from the Gerber Foundation and the Community Foundation for Muskegon County.  The focus is on using the Healthy Family model for teen parents.

· Hackley Community Care Center is looking for funding to start a teen health center at Muskegon High School.

· VITA/EITC 2010 schedule was distributed and will be on the CCC web site.  Call 2-1-1 will be the starting point to pre-determine caller needs and direct them to the appropriate site.



	Initiative Report
	· Shawn Watson from GVSU provided information on their new Liberal Studies Leadership degree, with tracks in Business and Nonprofit.  This degree program was put together to respond to the low numbers of college graduates in Muskegon County.  
Key points about the degree:
· It allows a student to complete a four year degree locally.

· It is interdisciplinary: pulling multiple perspectives that encourage a deep understanding of issues.

· Students focus on:

· Creativity and innovation: critical thinking, problem solving, communication and collaboration.

· Technical skills - basics required for professional advancement.

· Personal skills necessary for professional and personal contributions: flexibility, self direction, adaptability, accountability and cross-cultural competency.
