	Community Health Needs Assessment – Mercy General Health Partners

Michael Miller, Mission Director, Mercy General Health Partners

Peter Sartorius, Muskegon Community Health Project

Miller provided a summary of the history and mission of Mercy General Health Partners, and background on the purpose of the Community Health Needs Assessment.
Sartorius reported the assessment included Muskegon, Newaygo and Oceana Counties, and explained the methodologies used to collect and analyze the data. Key findings of the assessment report include:

· Lack of health insurance
· Medical debt
· Health conditions
· Disparities in access to healthcare
· Health Concerns
Miller said the next steps for the assessment include incorporating the findings into business plans for MGHP.

· Public Health: Kraus reported flu vaccines available for uninsured. Hours for vaccinations posted on website. Also, noted passage legislation banning smoking in restaurants.

· West Michigan Therapy: Apman reported grant award to continue providing therapy for participants in Sobriety Court.

· United Way: Tyler reported special fundraising event – Hockey game on January 9. Local Muskegon alumni to play Red Wings veterans.
· American Red Cross: Lipan discussed need to support military families. He noted 50% of deployed soldiers are from reserves. For many, deployment results in extreme stress on families. Many of those impacted are not familiar with community services and supports.

· Pathfinders: Juarez reported the organization has discontinued services. Discretionary funding from the State was eliminated. She noted the program had been very successful in providing afterschool activities for at-risk children and youth in Muskegon Heights.
