	Parenting With Purpose – MSU Extension
Mary Robb, Extension Director
Cyndi Will,  Program Coordinator
Will provided a summary and overview of Parenting with Purpose  programs. Programs offered include one-on-one and group sessions on parenting, and support groups. Monthly workshop topics include discipline, anger management, and family communications. Number of parents requesting services exceeded expectations: 279 participants in various programs, 87 graduates from 6-8 week series.

Program evaluation results: participants reported more positive attitudes toward parenting; 70.6% reported increase in positive child behaviors; increased use of positive discipline techniques; better understanding of developmentally appropriate behaviors.

Program is funded through September 2010. 

Resource booklets and materials were distributed. In response to a question, it was noted referrals were accepted although there currently is a waiting list for the one-on-one services.
