CIR distributed at meeting. Proposed program to support expansion of Urban Farm project in McLaughlin Neighborhood. Consensus Approval: Recommend support to Executive Committee.

	Initiative Report
	Great Start Collaborative – Social Emotional Screening
Jane Clingman-Scott, Director
Screening tool developed through work of subcommittee to meet established GSC goal. Goal is to establish universal screening tool for use in assessing social-emotional stages of every child by 6 months of age. Selected evidence-based tool that measures developmental status in seven areas: self-regulation, resilience, compliance, communications, interaction and autonomy.

Review of screening results by gender, age, family income, and education of mother. Results showed that 10% of infants/toddlers will need support to improve developmental outcomes. Highest level of reported issues/concerns with developmental progress reported for toddlers aged 30-36 months. This age group is also identified as the group with the least amount of services available.

Also reported that screening tool is now used as part of Medicaid protocol for well-baby exams.

	Roundtable
	· Project Light Change: Erhardt, West Michigan Environmental Action Council, reported on program funded by MI Public Service Commission to promote energy conservation and efficiency. Project goals to support education, economic relief to low-income families, and community impact through improved environmental outcomes. Project intended to identify partners and networks to support distribution of CFL light bulbs  in communities, and promote proper recycling/disposal of light bulbs. Project to cover 11 counties in region. Current partners include DHS, and Newaygo County Community Services. 
· Drug Free Muskegon – Pharmacy Take Back: Fitzpatrick announced project to promote proper disposal of medications. Focus on disposal of used needles – six disposal dates scheduled for 2010. February and March meetings to review disposal options to limit wastewater exposure.
· Read Muskegon: Madden noted organization focus on literacy applied to many issues and programs discussed at CCC. Also reported that current all volunteer organization would be adding a paid consultant to support tutors and learners currently connected to the program. Organization offers free tutoring services.
· Family Planning: Kraus noted Title X program to support family planning at Muskegon Family Care has been closed. Nearest available program now in Ottawa County. Services available locally by referral to health clinics. State is interested in another agency to step forward and resume Title X services locally.
· United Way of the Lakeshore: Tyler announced close of annual campaign and campaign finale scheduled for Thursday, November 19.
