	· Executive Committee – Juarez
Committee approved two new member organizations: Fruitport Community Schools and Read Muskegon. MCHP to present summary of Community Health Needs Assessment at upcoming CCC meeting. Committee discussed grant award for capacity building initiative – to be discussed later in agenda.
· Data Committee – Kraus
Number of flu cases increasing. Estimates that 95% of flu is H1NI.
· Program Committee – Robb/Jones
Based on results of survey (included with meeting materials,) Committee proceeding with work on financial literacy project. Project objects to produce series of “rack” cards with topics related to personal finances. Committee to meet following week, October 28. Members invited to participate.

	Safe Schools/Healthy Students – Muskegon Public Schools

Gary Houseman, Project Director

164 families processed through FRCs from November to June last school year. Violent episodes in classrooms decreased by 3% in first year. In first two months of current school year, 70 referrals to FRCs. 

Project outcomes also include increased service enhancement, reduced number of families requiring intensive services, improved partnering. Project also resulted in capacity to evaluation results and identify opportunities to enhance or improve services.

Project evaluator Ameen discussed issues and opportunities, sustainability, and outcome measures. Evaluation results used in identifying opportunities to improve FRC outcomes, and create positive learning environments. Also evaluating approaches to sustain funding of FRCs.

Wishka discussed process of collaboration and partnering, and how systems will have to change. Agencies need to work differently to sustain effective systems. Evaluation results will be applied  in refining the FRC model and practices at other locations, not just at MPS.

	· Title X Family Planning funding – Juarez noted Muskegon Family Care would no longer receive funding for family planning services for low-income patients.
· EverSharp Veterans: Gilliard announced the opening of a food pantry in Muskegon Hieights on October 26. She indicated the organization was interested in receiving resource materials from other agencies that could be distributed at the site. Interested agencies should call: 737-8715.
· Pathways, MI: Hoyer announced a new office location on the Mercy Hospital campus – 1760 Wells.
· West Michigan Therapy: Apman reported the agency was installing a new phone system. Also, funding for the jail screening/assessments might end in November. There are prospects to support the project through April, 2010. Options for additional earmarked dollars were also being explored. WMT also continuing to move forward on establishing services in the building once used to house Phillips Elementary School.
